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As we sing the alphabet during circle time, we
pause when we see that a letter represents one of our
friends. We sing the first letter of that friends name
again, along with the name as the friend stands up and
does his/her own dance. The children continue

throughout the day, recognizing their own special letter.
Some are recognizing the letters of their friends name
and joining in with the sounding out of simple words like,
"KIX” and “NO”.

Sam completes a 25 piece puzzle ,“a hard one”, after
his nap. Puzzles are good practice for developing
mathematical/ geometrical/ spacial skills. Matching
and recognizing shape transfers to letter formation.
Puzzles are good practice for developing the ability to
focus on a task for a long period of time.
